Their current Trends and Future Prospects :

cities under study :-

DHULE 3 The area around the city of the Dhule
and the river Panzra basin in the west have strong
relationships with Dhule city in respects of vegetables
and fruits supply. (Refer fig.no.10) It is due to the
proximitry of market, fertile soil and the ease of
transport facilities. There is a least possibility of
extending this zone either in the west or around the
city. The land around the city is not much fertile and %
this zone also forms the apex of the triangular zone of
drought prone area of the state, It may extend in the
north to a esmall exten; particularly in the Sindkheda
tahgil. Intensive cultivation of fruits may takes place
around Dhule as it requires less labour and water. In
the west, due to the induction of sugar factory, area
under the cultivation of sugar-cane is expanding at the

cost of vegetables.

JALGAON ¢ Fig. no, 10 ¢ shows the levels of
urbanization and industrialization which confirms that
the city of Jalgaon has strong relationships with the
north west parts occupied by Tapi-basin and in scuth-
@ west parts covered by Girna basin. The city has week
interaction with the northern most eastern most and

western most parts of the district. Vegetables and:
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fruits are supplied mostly from Erandol, Pachora and
Yawal tahsils due the reasons as explained earlier in
chapter no. four. This zone,in case of Jalgaon city
may shrink in future due to the declining underground
water~-table as the water from the wells are excessively
used till now. Moreover the land under the cultivation
of sugar-cane is expanding at the cost of other crops

due to its high returns.

AURANGABAD @ The area around the city of Aurangabad

hag strong relationships with the city as it is the only
highly urbanized and industrialized area in the district,
The main supply of vegetables and fruits are from
Aurangabad, Khuldabad, Jalna, Gangapur and Paithan tahsi]
dve to the fertile soils, sufficient water supply from
the rivers and wells and due to the infrastructural
facilities. This zone is likely to be extended in the
south-east in the Godavari valley after the completion of
Jayakwadi irrigation project. Demand for these commoditie
will be increased along with the increasing population
and industrialization, occurring at Aurangabad and Jalna,
Due to the rising importance of Jalna as a commercial and
administrative centre may retard the expansion of this

zone in the east of Aurangabsad.

NANDED The vegetables and fruits supply zone of
Nanded shows its high interaction with north-eastern,
south-eastern and south-western parts of the district anc
have weak relationships with the northern, and southern

most parts due to the physical constraints. This zone is
