E 21 STUDY AREA

211 Location

The present study area is the Korattalaiyar river basin of Tamil Nadu,
India, lying within latitudes 12° 50° 00°" to 13°30°00>°N and longitudes 79°10° 00°’
0 80° 20° 25”°E. The area falls in parts of Survey of India topographical maps -
umbers 66C/4, 66C/3, 66C/7, 66C/8, 570/8, 570/9, 570/11, 570/12, 570/15,
0/16, 57P/5, and 57P/9. The total geographic extent of the watershed is 3625 km?
(Fig. 2.1). While a major part falls in Thiruvallur and Vellore districts of Tamil
Nadu state, roughly 24% of the area in the north western corner lies within Andhra
Ez,Pl,'adesh state.

3.2 Communication

The study area has a good network of road and rails connecting the
‘important towns and villages within it (Fig. 2.2). The National Highways such as the
Grand Northern Trunk Road connecting Chennai & North India, the Grand Western
: runk Road connecting Chennai & Banglore are passing through this district. Apart
from this there is number of state highways, panchayat union & village panchayat

roads in this district quick passage for both commuters and goods.
213 Administrative Setup

About 55% of the study area falls in Thiruvallur district and 21% falls in
Vellore district while nearly 24% is in Andhra Pradesh state. Out of 12 Taluks 11
‘ in Tamil Nadu and one in Andhra Pradesh (Table 2.1). The block map of the
Jstudy area is shown in (Fig. 2.3).
